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RESERVE & DEVELOPMENT FUNDS

The Edward Farrar Utility District has several reserve funds that were
authorized by the voters and Commissioners of EFUD and its predecessor,
the Village of Waterbury. These funds include capital improvement funds,
economic development funds, and a fund property management.

The former tax stabilization fund was established in 2015 and was split into
two funds by voters in 2019—the Utility Capital Reserve Fund and the
General Property Management Fund. In 2025, voters chose to close those
two funds, splitting the combined proceeds between the water and sewer
funds. That was done in May 2025, but a small, residual amount remains in
the Utility Capital Reserve Fund. That money will be split between and
moved to the water and sewer funds in 2026.

The CDBG Fund was established in the 1990 and was used to develop
infrastructure in Pilgrim Park. The outstanding loan to Ladd Hall, Ltd.
helped finance the affordable housing project on that former state property.
The UDAG Fund, established with a federal Urban Development Action
Grant (UDAG), was used to bring Ben & Jerry’s to Waterbury in 1984,
Proceeds of principal and interest from that loan were used to establish
EFUD’s revolving loan fund, which has been used to provide capital to
many local businesses.

While not technically “Reserve Funds”, the Water and Sewer Funds have
assets that are invested. Activity and balances for both are included below in
the several brief reports detailing the status of all these funds. Please call the
Municipal Manager if you have questions.

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UDAG REVOLVING LOAN FUND

The UDAG Loan Fund was established with $650,000 from an Urban
Development Action Grant (UDAG) in 1984 awarded to the Village of
Waterbury to assist Ben & Jerry’s build of the new ice-cream factory in
Waterbury Village. The funds plus interest were repaid to the Village and the
Trustees established a UDAG revolving loan fund to assist businesses within
the Village of Waterbury.

The fund was administered by the Village Manager and the Trustees.
Applications were reviewed by the Village Manager and recommendations
were made to the Trustees who made the final decision on the application
and the terms of the loan.

Over time funds have grown from the original $650,000 plus interest to a
current value of $1,911,203. On Dec 31, 2025, the fund had a reserve of
$834,841 available for loans and $1,072,362 in loans receivable.

The UDAG Loan Fund was retained by the EFUD Commissioners when the
Village was dissolved in 2018 and is administered by the Board of
Commissioners of the Edward Farrar Utility District. Applications are
received by the EFUD Manager who briefs the EFUD Board on the request
and is then reviewed by the Loan Fund Review Committee. Businesses
within the town are eligible to apply for a UDAG loan. The EFUD Board
established a Loan Fund Review Committee to consider applications and
make recommendations to the EFUD Board on loan applications. The EFUD
Board makes the final decision on the application and the terms of any loan
at a properly warned public meeting.

The Loan Fund Review Committee is chaired by the EFUD Manager with
members appointed by the EFUD Board consisting of the Manager, the
Revitalizing Waterbury Economic Development Director, a member of the
Selectboard chosen by the Selectboard and appointed by the EFUD Board,
and members of the Public the Loan Fund Review Committee meetings are

25



held in conformance with Vermont’s open meeting rules and procedures.

The current Loan Fund Review Committee members are William Woodruff
Interim Manager chair, Revitalizing Waterbury Economic Development
Coordinator Gretchen Schissel, Selectboard representative Roger Clapp,
members of Revitalizing Waterbury WADC subcommittee Charles Grenier
and John Zimmerman, and Anne Imhoff, Richard Hayes.

Loans from this fund have contributed significantly to growth and
development of businesses and housing in the Village of Waterbury. The
UDAG Revolving Loan Fund is a valuable tool in supporting and assisting
the business community of Waterbury.

TOTAL PHOSPHORUS OPTIMIZATION
TECHNIQUES REPORT - 2025

The EFUD Waterbury WWTP running total annual TP pounds consistently
stayed well below the 80% threshold for the 2025 operating year and has
averaged 18.8% of the annual TP permit limit of 310 Ibs./year. 2025 did
show a 1.2% increase from the 2024 annual average. Even with the slight
increase, it is expected that the EFUD WWTP CoMag process will continue
to meet compliance within the present TP permit limit, as well as future
permit limits, for the 2026 operating year without needing to further
optimize the process.

Since the CoMag process has proven and continues to prove capable of
meeting present and future loadings, it is the opinion of EFUD WWTP staff
as well as the CoMag design engineers, that the CoMag process has already
reached maximum phosphorus removal efficiency and optimization.
Although some slight process adjustments, such as seasonal chemical
dosing, continued during 2025, the overall chemical dosing rates and
amounts have not changed since start-up. The EFUD WWTP will continue
to make slight chemical adjustments to help maintain the most efficient
treatment level complying with the permit limits.

The EFUD WWTP plans to have Jake Tietgens from the Holland Co on site
in 2026 for continuing training and jar testing. This training will help to
maintain optimization of the phosphorus removal processes, and help
operators with optimum chemical dosages.

Thank you for your participation in Yermont's Community Water Fluoridation Program. We
understand this is just one aspect of your work, and we truly appreciate your efforts to support oral
health in Vermont. Due to the loss of federal funding. we were unable to conduct site visits for
fluoridated water systems in 2025. However, we're pleased to announce that we've secured
foundation funding, allowing us to resume these visits this year. Meanwhile, we are providing you
with data submitted to CDC's Water Fluoridation Reporting System for 2025 (see below). The annual
fluoridation average is calculated based on the Monthly Operating Reports. Split sample results are
obtained by the Vermont Department of Health Laboratory, or another certified lab

P. Howard Flanders called the 7" Annual Edward Farrar Utility District
meeting to order at 7:30pm.

P. Howard Flanders opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Rick Weston moved to nominate P. Howard Flanders as Moderator
which was seconded by Robert Finucane. A floor vote was held
supporting P. Howard Flanders as the moderator and passed
unanimously.

P. Howard Flanders made a presentation honoring Bill Woodruff as noted in
the Edward Farrar Utility District Annual Report. Bill Woodruff introduced
all the staff including the water and wastewater operators present at the
meeting.

Article 1: To act on the reports of the officers of the Edward Farrar Utility
District. Kenny Ryan made a motion to approve the reports of the
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the District officers. Sally Dillon
seconded the motion. Discussion

followed including progress on the
Downstreet Housing building
currently under construction at 51
South Main Street. The extension of
the Route 100 water line in Waterbury
Center from Guptil Road to Route 100
passing through East Wind Drive and
the Kneeland Flats Mobile Home Park
recently completed an infrastructure

upgrade. By consensus, Tom Leitz

was permitted to speak for the

remainder of the meeting.

Tom Leitz outlined the sale of the Fiske property to the Edward Farrar
Utility District. The opportunity to purchase the property was favorable
largely due to springs and water infrastructure that existed on the property as
well as the District recently completing a legal battle with another property
owner over spring rights. The three floods did not rise to a level of a FEMA
event, however, catch pans attached to manholes in the floodplain would
assist in mitigating future flooding. The wastewater department has
purchased several dozen of these to be installed. There is an active grant
application for a flood study on the fields behind the wastewater treatment
plant. There was a brief discussion about the rate increases that were
necessary. As detailed on page 14, there were times when EFUD had a
negative cash balance.

Tom Gloor suggested items such as the catch pans and the EFUD lagoon
walls should be considered as part of the infrastructure that LOT (Local
Options Tax) for the Town of Waterbury pays for. Tom Gloor would like to
see EFUD work with the Select Board to allocate funds from the LOT for
these types of upgrades.

Tom Leitz highlighted page 19 of the annual report stating many of the funds
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Article 3: To set the compensation of the District officers for the
ensuingyear as follows: $3,000 for the District Clerk/Treasurer, $2,000 for
theChair, and $1,500 for each District Commissioner. Anne Imhoff made a
motion to make compensation for officers for the ensuing year be set as
follows: $3,000 for the District Clerk/Treasurer, $2,000 for the Chair,
and $1,500 for each District Commissioner. The motion was seconded
by Roger Clapp. Rick Weston stated the levels of compensation had not
been increased in years and in the future, the commissioners would be better
suited to keep in line with inflation.

Article 4: To see if the District will authorize the Commissioners to
combine the Property Management Fund with the Water and Wastewater
Capital Reserve Funds. Natalie Sherman moved the District

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WILDLIFE VISITING THE EFUD AERATED
LAGOON WASTEWATER TREATMENT SYSTEM

When one thinks about a wastewater treatment system you don’t think of wildlife
habitat, but the EFUD wastewater treatment lagoons and surrounding fields are utilized
on aregular basis by wildlife. These wastewater lagoons constructed in 1966 contain a
total of 12-million-gallons of sewage for treatment. It is in a field just north of
Waterbury Village between the railroad tracks and the Winooski River that was
originally a part of the Henry Janes Farm.

The lagoons are visited on a regular basis by a variety of wildlife. Canadian geese are
regular visitors, and some years spend the summer raising their young on the lagoons.
There is also a bald eagle that often visits the area around the lagoons looking for a
meal. About 25 years ago a number of bull pout fish were introduced in the lagoons as
possible assistance in reducing the sludge on the bottom of the lagoons. Some of these
bull pout survive today. The bald eagle is always looking for his next meal whether it is
a bull pout too close to the surface or young gosling that has strayed too far from his
family. On the fields surrounding the lagoons there are frequent flocks of turkeys
feeding.

The pictures on the next page show a family of Canadian geese and a bald eagle. The
cagle sat on the bank of the lagoon for a length of time and seemed injured or sick. The
wastewater Operator, Matt Jones called the game warden, who came to observe
him.After a bit the eagle gathered his wings and flew off. It was surmised that he had
just devoured a large dinner, (fat bull pout) and was giving it some time to digest before
flying off.

The operators Matt Jones and Tony Millus regularly share the treatment system with
wildlife during their daily activities operating the facilities. Thank you Matt and Tony
on behalf of the wildlife.
